Gifts in wills are a powerful way for faith to live 
on and create lasting change, but they can be 
dif f icult to talk about – for everyone, including 
those wanting to leave a gift . This autumn, and 
coinciding with GW, the Church of England will 
join with the Church of Scotland and the 
Quakers to be part of Christian Aid’s Faith Will 
initiative. You can use this Faith Will link to sign 
up for free resources to help you talk about 
legacies in your church. There’s a f ilm, posters, 
leaflets and worship materials. You can even 
request a speaker if it seems too daunting.

Although one-off gifts are 
wonderful, it’s regular 
giving that helps churches 
to plan their ministry with 
confidence. And launching 
(or relaunching) PGS as 
part of a generosity 
campaign has the greatest 
impact on how effective it is. 
To help churches launch PGS 
during Generosity Week, the PGS team 
has produced this downloadable guide. 
It includes all the wisdom the PGS team has 
acquired over years of helping churches
